 No. Like Socrates, I must stay true to 
my beliefs and can therefore not support your 
petty and ignorant whim. I assume that you are 
basing your standard for spelling from the etymo-
logical derivation of ‘definitely.’ For those of you 
who are unenlightened: Latin, definitus. This 
argument, while taking sound premises, utilizes 
inherently unsound reasoning; hence your falla-
cious conclusion. 

 The correct spelling should be 
‘definately’. Why is this so? Derrida, obviously. 
The usage of the word ‘definitely’ as opposed to 
‘definately’ is a deconstruction existing in our 
language, a meme (or perhaps a meta-meme 
depending upon whether you view it as an aggre-
gate meme of sorts) passed down throughout 
Western tradition, as it were.

 A grassroots movement, 
started at the University of Chicago, 
is slowly gaining momentum. This 
movement has nothing to do with 
American imperialism or genocide in 
Africa, but rather with a much more 
pressing human rights concern. The 
Free Greenland Movement (FGM) 
has only one goal in mind: get Den-
mark out of Greenland…now.  

 The movement was first 
conceived by Allison Gardner, a first 
year in the College. “I have a map. 
On this map, under ‘Greenland,’ it 
says, in parentheses, ‘Denmark.’ 
That is just outrageous,” Gardner, 
19, said. Denmark first gained con-
trol of Greenland in 1953 after colo-
nization drove out the vicious Vikings 
of lore. Since 1979, Greenland has 
operated under self-government; 
however, Denmark still retains total 
control over the international and 
military policy of the large island. 
“Greenland’s population, numbering 
approximately 56,000, has been 
brutally repressed by Danish military 
and political leaders,” Gardner said. 
She maintains that the people of 
Greenland have not publicly de-
manded their liberation because of 
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sure that as more people realize 
the crimes being committed in 
Greenland directly affect their lives, 
members will be signing up in 
droves.” 

 The ideals of freedom that 
are currently in fashion are a shin-
ing beacon for budding movements 
such as the Free Greenland Move-
ment. Gardner, along with her grow-
ing following, intends to lobby Con-
gress for support in their move-
ment. The FGM also means to pa-
per the city of Chicago with flyers in 
order to raise the cry of “Free 
Greenland!” throughout the city. In 
Gardner’s words, “A free Greenland 
is a hell of a lot better than a not-
free Greenland. Right?”
