Jimmy Carter Observes Vita Erections

Common stock will be traded on the NYSE with ticker 
symbol GOP, government o*cials said.  I n a thinly!veiled middle 
"nger t o the lower and middle classes rivaled only by the lackluster 
federal response to Hurricane Katrina, the government will also be 
selling preferred shares under the name $Stock Catering to the 
Rich, Elite, White, and Unburdened%, ticker symbol SCREWU.

There will be roughly 3 million shares up for grabs, equivalent 
to 13 of the American population.  Each common share purchased 
will represent one non!transferable vote, and preferred shares will 
carry the added bonus of a private golf retreat with any U.S. 
Senator, Representative, Deputy Director or Supreme Court 
Justice.  The stock is expected to make a strong opening, with shares 
priced at -4 mil lion apiece.

Government o*cials say going public is simpl y the culmination 
of a long trend of the rich gaining more and more power in 
government since the Washington Administration. They insist that by 
allowing the rich to buy power outright, it reduces costs by cutting 
out the middleman lobbyists.

But there are other reasons for the move as well.  A certain 
Penguin!like Vice President agreed to speak anonymously to lay out 
the government#s case.  

$Used to be we#d have to get creative in providing kickbacks to 
corporate contributors, and sometimes that got pretty wooly.  Take 
Iraq, for example.

But the move is not without its petty opponents.  Ralph Reid, 
head of the American Lobbyists Association and a close friend of Jack 
Abragoyim, decried the move as an economic disaster.  $My God, 
we#re ruined!  Those damned stockbrokers have always had their eyes 
on us…nooo, where are you going with my solid gold bedsheets!?%

Some SOSC students also disagree with the government#s 
decision to go public.  Mark Turner, a "rst !year in the College, says,

sound very democratic.  I guess if you extend Hayek#s arguments of 
the primacy of the free market to Locke#s discussion of natural law 
then…oh hell I didn#t do any of the readings.

The government, however, remains steadfast.  $Look, as long as 
I#m making money I couldn#t give less of a shit what you or the 
.American public# thinks, pal,% the anonymous Vice President said.  
$And remember,% he added, $the shares make a great holiday gift.%

Thousands Found Dead In City Fields

Sherry Gump wept as she found her grandpa Joe buried under 
rubble and earth this Sunday at Rosehill, a "eld south of Sk okie.

$He was just lying there, thrown in a ditch, among all this 
carnage!% Ms. Gump exclaimed.

Mr. Gump is just one of the thousands of bodies left for dead at 
Rosehill, which has become one of the most horri"c sit es of death 
and tragedy in the Chicago area. There has been much speculation 
surrounding the deaths, but as of now the Department of Homeland 
Security has o(ered no c oncrete explanation.

There seems to be an overwhelming prevalence of the elderly, 
some upwards of 200 years, among the victims. $There must be some 
sort of biological toxin to which the young are immune,% Ms. Gump 
speculated.

Whoever did this has 
tried to cover it up by burying the victims under six feet of debris, but 
they#re not fooling me.%

Sherry has called the local police about the matter, only to have 
them dismiss her claims.

Reports of other, similar sites have been received throughout the 
Chicago area.  Additionally, passersby have repeatedly claimed to have 
lost the will to breathe, suggesting an area of a(ect surrounding these 
"elds.  R esidents of the Chicago area would do well to avoid these sites 
at all costs.
